Name Reading Assignment

Discussion Leader

Your job is to develop a list of questions that the group can discuss about this part of the novel.
Your questions should be ones which require thought and get everyone talking and sharing their
opinions and reactions. The best discussion questions come from your own thoughts, feelings,
and concerns as you read. Do NOT write questions that call for a simple "yes" or "no™ answer or
a factual detail!

Types of Questions:
What did you think about......? (name a specific event, action, or character's action)

Why do you think that.......?
What do you think will happen......? (ask for predictions of events and characters'

actions)
What is happening at the part where....... ?
What do you think (event/incident) means?

Order for Leading the Discussion

1. Call on the summarizer to read the summary.

2. Pose each one of your questions to the group for discussion

3. Call on several members of the class to state their comment/questions about this
section of the novel. Lead the response to what each person says (ask a follow-up
question or ask another class member to respond to the answer)

4. Call on the Passage Master.

5. Call on the Vocabulary Reporter.

6. At end of discussion, turn in written questions to teacher
